The shortage is not at a critical state and we can easily be back to the budgeted 
levels very quickly. Some may suggest we raise money by fund -raising projects to make 
up the difference. That would catch us up this quarter but not solve the overall issue - 
besides making money is not our purpose and mission. Each of us is called to make dis-
ciples of all nations (people). We start this by sharing our faith with people and inviting 
them to church and Sunday school.  

Don½t become discouraged if you share your faith with someone and they don½t 
immediately come to our church or any church. You have planted the seed of faith in 
them and you may have to cultivate that seedling for a while. They may never become a 
follower of Christ and come to church but God, our Father, will be please by the effort.
