As | read the scripture above | realize that this scripture helps me to think about what
John Wesley strove to teach the people of the early Methodist movement and what we
strive for today. His three simple rules were; Do no harm, Do good, and Stay in love with
God. As we grow in our faith we are also called to spread the love of Christ to all peo-
ples.
